Launch Preparation
1. Take rocket to flight line and get launch pad assignment.

2. Walk out with the pad manager and have rocket installed on rail.

3. Pad manager installs igniter.

4. Pad manager verifies igniter continuity if launcher has continuity tester.

5. Team takes picture next to rocket.

6. Team goes back to flight line and assigned crew positions.
Launch Procedure
Mission control officer will step through this procedure to launch the cansat. At any time during the launch procedure, any crew member or officer can call out for a hold to stop the launch. It is required to say HOLD three times using a voice radio to stop the launch. If the hold does not require the rocket to be removed from the launch pad, then the procedures are stopped at the current step. if the hold requires the cansat to be removed, the removal procedures must be executed.
1. Flight coordinator will query field judges and spotters if they are ready for the next launch.

2. Mission Control Officer performs any pre-launch checks.

3. Mission Control Officer will verify with the ground station that the ground station is ready for launch.

4. Mission Control Officer will request Launch Control Officer to select appropriate launch pad.

5. Mission Control Officer will tell the Launch Control Officer when to launch the rocket.

6. Launch Control Officer will launch the rocket.
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
